The primary duty of the
lawyer is to inform the court as to the law and facts of the case and to aid
the court to do justice by arriving at correct conclusions. The lawyer thus
provides invaluable aid to the judges in discharging their functions. On
account of it the judges should be considerate and courteous towards the
members of the bar. They should respect the privileges of the Bar.
Similarly, the lawyers are officers of the court and they are required to
maintain towards the court respectful attitude. The court acts on the
statement of the lawyers and, therefore, they are expected to be absolutely
fair to the court.
